Two Wilson Talent Center (WTC) Business & Risk Management students have earned national 

scholarships from Invest - Insurance Education for Future Leaders. Samantha Snider, a senior from 

Leslie High School, and Dominic Casali, a senior from Mason High School, are the recipients. Both 

students are second-year students in the Business & Risk Management program at the WTC.  

Invest is committed to the insurance industry and continuing education. According to their website, 

scholarships are awarded each year to high school seniors and college students currently participating in 

the Invest program to pursue insurance related education or careers.

Both students are planning to continue their insurance/financial services education after 

graduation. Snider will begin at Lansing Community College and Casali will attend Michigan State 

University.
