Angel House, operated by Child and Family Charities, is a therapeutic mother/baby residential program 

for pregnant and parenting teen girls who are in foster care or referred through the courts. Angel House 

uses a trauma informed approach to end cycles of abuse and neglect by providing mothers with the 

support they need to transition to independent living, nurture their children and be successful members 

of the community.

Member schools agree that NTHS encourages higher scholastic achievement, 

cultivates a desire for personal excellence, and helps top students find success in today’s highly 

competitive workplace.
